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Ocular manifestations in rneumatoid arthritis
Abstract

Rheumatoid arthritis is the most common autoimmune disease. Ocular
manifestations vary and are mainly keratoconjunctivitis sicca, episcleritis,
scleritis and keratitis. Their appearance as well as their severity are related to
the chronicity of RA. The treatment consists of steroids, NSAIDs and cytotoxic
drugs, depending on manifestation and patient 's response to treatment.
